EBT is a non-pro•t ballet school, professional ballet theatre 
and arts center. The school features a quali•ed faculty with 
diverse backgrounds in classical ballet, modern/creative 
dance, and classical dance from around the world. From an 
early age, dancers learn excellent technique, creativity in the 
choreographic process, and joy in performance. EBT rep-
ertoire combines timeless classics with original ballets that 
feature professional and student dancers. Inter-disciplinary 
collaboration with other arts organizations creates a conser-
vatory atmosphere at EBT.  

Artistic director Viktoria Titova performed around the world 
as a ballerina with the Bolshoi Theater (Grigorovich Com-
pany). She is a rare combination of world-class performer, 
dynamic choreographer, and dedicated teacher. She took 
her advanced students to Russia and France for study and 
performance opportunities. Some have joined professional 
ballet companies. “Ms. Viktoria” also enjoys working with 
young dancers.

EBT’s Roots and Wings Institute was developed by a team 
of artists and educators informed by the renowned arts 
education model at the University of Utah’s Virginia Tanner 
program.
